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Light Barrier
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This work creates phantom graphic objects
by crossing a multitude of calibrated beams
of light in mist. By creating matter from light,
the work references the light barrier, a univer-
sal law that delineates light from matter via
the mass-energy equivalence theory.

Mirage
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Mirage projects a landscape based on its
perception of the magnetic field of the earth
through a magnetometer. Mechanical actors
deform the surface of a thin mirror, accord-
ing to the state of the system. A laser line
touches the mirror surface and makes the
deformations visible on a wall. Through the
constant shifting signals, the projection re-
sembles the experience of wandering
through a landscape.
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
